Gallery Review

The Lori Austin Gallery in Sonoma is a new 
gallery which is both intimate and elegant. 
Located at 492 First Street East in Sonoma, 
the gallery emphasizes abstract paintings and 
sculpture. The gallery also features fine jewelry 
and enamel work, much of it made in Europe. 
One featured brand, Soho Jewelry, is mostly 
hand-crafted Italian work, rich enameled 
pieces, mostly bracelets, done in brilliant colors. 
 
All the art is abstract - this includes some large 
glass pieces by Salatino Gandolfo. Gandolfo 
has one arresting item, a large glass bowl done 
in a vivid blue, cut in large ridges to define the 
work's clean abstracted shape. The bowl itself 
resembles a large squash, or some other plant-
like form. 
 
 

One American artist, Wosene Kosrof, born in 
Ethiopia, does bright large acrylics of active, 
human like forms. His African heritage shows 
through in his vivid abstracts - anthropomorphic 
forms done in bright colors, outlined in black. 
He also uses classic Ethiopian script in some of 
his works. One item, "Words of Memory X11" is 
a brilliant acrylic with masses of reds, yellows 
with his customary active shapes rimmed in 
strong dark outlines and accented with African 
script. 
 
Another artist, Hella Merrill, has a collection of 
vivid compositions done in gold and copper 
leaf. One of her works, "Canyon" shows off her 
vivid style, with her metal leaf paint applied to 
an aluminum surface. There are lots of 
abstracted stone and ceramic sculptures too, 
rounding off the decidedly modern feeling of 
this elegant gallery. 
 
The Gallery is open Sunday through Thursday, 
from 10am to 5pm. It is also open on Friday 
and Saturday, 10am to 6pm.
