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Gallery Review

The Jessel Gallery, founded by Canadian born 

artist/author Jessel Miller in 1984, is located at 1019 
Atlas Peak Road, Napa, (707) 257-2350. The artist 
herself specializes in very bright, colorful abstracted 
acrylics. She also makes bright "Butterfly Jackets" 
(one size fits all) for holiday wear. This intimate, 
medium sized Gallery also features art classes, 
including watercolor workshops with local artist, 

Diane Pope. 
 

Jessel herself gives three-hour acrylic painting 
classes at the Gallery. She also specializes in plein 
air painting. The Gallery is devoted to the work of 
local artists, most of whom work with landscapes 
and plein air projects. Ms. Miller also has a large 

collection of her watercolors on display . One 
standout work is "Napa Sunlight", a scene of a 

farmhouse and a vineyard, carefully rendered in 
vivid, precise detail. The color scheme is done in 

mostly yellows, blues, and greens. The Gallery also 
features varied collections of jewelry – mostly, it 

seems, by women artisans. 
 

Artist Ling-Yen works mainly in silver and semi-
precious stones. Her designs are clean, abstract, 

modern and feature images of faces, birds, beads, 
and pearls. Her work is distinctive and instantly 
recognizable, with an Asian flair, the work of a 

genuinely unique stylist. Another artist, 
Margretta Stone, works in different types of metal 

and chunks of stone. Her works are large and 
maximize volume with minimal weight. Her clear 
silver works with plain patterns have a calming, 

dreamy effect, and are all done in a very abstracted, 
refined style. 

 
Other jewelry artists work with exotic materials like 
fused glass, macrame, recycled glass, and semi-

precious stones. Also used are feathers, lace, 
fabric, and yarn. Many artists work with simpler 
items, like beads and large stones. One artist 
crochets beads over very large stones - a very 

complex technique. 
 

The Jessel Gallery is located on the wooded 
outskirts of Napa. Good for a fun weekend visit.
